2019-ben, az I. tem régészeti kutatdsait (Hajdu et al.
In press) kovetéen két Ujabb épitési litem teriiletén
kezdddtek el teljes felliletl feltdrasok a Budapest, Ill.
Sorompé utca—Folyamér utca—Bogdéani Ut—HEV-pélya
altal hatarolt egykori BUSZESZ-gyartelepen.

A laképark Il. épitési liteméhez kapcsoldddan 2019.
szeptember 16. — 2020. december 17. k6z6tt végzett
feltards a telek Duna feldli oldalan harom éplilet (3A-C
épliletek) pinceszintjének teriiletén folyt, és magdban
foglalta a 2017. évi probafeltdrds (Budai Balogh 2020)
kutatdarkait is. (1. keép)

Ezzel pdrhuzamosan 2019. oktéber végén, a lll. épi-
tési itemhez kapcsoléddan is megkezdtik a régészeti
kutatast, amely a Folyamdr utca menti 4. épiilet pince-
szintjének teriiletére terjedt ki.

A két (item feltdrdsa sordn 6sszesen 6856 m>t tdr-
tunk fel, melynek soran 2370 régészeti jelenség kertilt el6.

In 2019, following the archaeological investigations con-
ducted during Phase | (Hajdu et al. In press), full-scale
excavations were initiated across the areas designated
for two additional construction phases within the former
BUSZESZ industrial complex, bounded by Sorompd
Street, Folyamdr Street, Bogddni Road, and the HEV
railway line in District Il of Budapest.

The excavation associated with Phase Il of the res-
idential complex was carried out between September
16, 2019, and December 17, 2020, on the Danube-fac-
ing side of the property, within the footprint of three
planned buildings (Buildings 3A-C), specifically at
basement level. The area also encompassed the test
trenches opened during the 2017 trial excavation (Budai
Balogh 2020) (Fig. 1).

In parallel, toward the end of October 2019, archae-
ological investigation also commenced in relation to

Il. Utem

A kutatott terlilet felszinviszonyait alapjaiban ha-
tdrozta meg egy, a nyugati nyaktagnal megfogott, ke-
leti irdnyba lejté tereplépcsé (102,5 mBf-101,5 mBf),
amelytdl a Duna felé fokozatosan vastagodd és Ossze-
tettebbé vald rétegsor volt megfigyelhetd az 1,5-2 mé-
ter vastag modern feltoltés alatt. A terilet kdozépsé és
déli harmadaban megtalalt nagy kiterjedés(i 19. szazadi
éplletalapok azonban a leléhely kdzépkori és romai
kori horizontjdnak lokalis pusztuldsdt eredményezték.

A legkorabbi emberi megtelepedés nyomai a ko-
zépsd neolitikumra teheték (Dundntdli Vonaldiszes
Kerdmia Kultdrdja zselizi csoportja, Kr. e. 5250-4900)
és elsé izben itt sikerllt lokalizalni az épitési telken a
késé rézkori badeni kultira (Kr. e. 3500-3000) lele-
tanyagat is. A kb. 30 godrot szamldld teleprészlet az
Ujkékori jelenségekkel azonos teriiletrészen kertilt eld.
A kora bronzkor idészakabdl — az I. itemhez hasonlé-
an — két, egymastdl elkiloniilé fazis (harangedényes
kultdra, késé Nagyrév—kora Vatya-idészak) telepobjek-
tumait regisztraltuk, de a jelenségek pontos idérendi
besoroldsa a leletanyag restaurdldsat kovetdéen lesz
lehetséges. A slrln rétegzett betdltésl, nagy méretd,
nagy mennyiségu allatcsontot tartalmazé tarold-, illetve
hulladékgodrok mellett feltdrtuk egy felmend fald héz
részletét is. A terlilet keleti harmadaban a harangedé-
nyes idészak biritudlis temetdjének néhdany udjabb sirja
mellett emlitést érdemel a délnyugati sarokban doku-
mentalt bizonytalan kord, goddrbe helyezett kettds
gyermektemetkezés is. (2. kep)

A kozépsd bronzkori Vatya-kultdra (Kr. e. 2000-
1450) horizontdlis telepiilésének tdrold- és hulla-
dékgodrei a vastag, fekete humusz feletti, sargdssziirke
hamus, kevert rétegbdl indultak. Kozlilik kiemelkednek
a tulnyomodrészt tdroldedények toredékeit tartalmazo,
un. strukturalt depozitumkeént értelmezhetd bedsasok.

A késé bronzkori urnamezds kultdra idésebb fazisa
(3. kép) és a kelta id8szak teleplilésnyomait — a modern
bolygatasok miatt — csupdn egy-egy szlikebb teriletré-
szen koncentrdlddva dokumentdltuk, elsésorban a ke-
leti, mélyebb térszint mutaté sadvban.

A 2017. évi prébafeltards f6 célja az Aquincum-ka-
tonavdrosi beépités északkeleti hatdrdnak tisztdzdsa
volt, amelyet a gydrtelep Akac kozi kapujatdl az un.
skOzponti csarnok” délkeleti sarka kdzé szerkeszthetd
egyenes mentén sikerilt kijelolni. A beépitési hatartdl
északra zajlé szonddzas minddssze egy, a telek észak-
nyugati sarkdban (I. arok) huzdédd, addig ismeretlen
sircsoport azonositdsdra volt elegendé (Budai Balogh
2020, 150-154), illetve egy Ujabb, az elébbitdl fliggetlen
temetdrész feltételezésére a Romer-féle (1868) sircso-

Phase Il of construction. This focused on the basement
level of Building 4, situated along Folyam&r Street.

Altogether, an area of 6,856 m? was excavated
across both phases, yielding a total of 2,370 archaeo-
logical features.

Phase ll

The surface conditions of the excavated area were
fundamentally shaped by a terraced slope descend-
ing eastward, identified near the western wing, be-
tween 102.5 and 101.5 above Baltic Sea level. East of
this slope, a progressively thickening and increasingly
complex stratigraphic sequence was observed beneath
approximately 1.5—-2 meters of modern fill. However, the
large 19th-century building foundations uncovered in
the central and southern third of the area had locally
destroyed the medieval and Roman horizons of the site.

The earliest evidence of human occupation dates
to the Middle Neolithic period (Transdanubian Linear
Pottery culture, Zeliezovce group, ¢. 5250-4900 BC).
For the first time, material from the Late Copper Age
Baden culture (c. 3500-3000 BC) was also successfully
localized within the construction plot. A segment of the

porttdl, azaz a ,kdzponti csarnoktdl” északra (V. drok;
Budai Balogh 2020, 156-158). Ennek megfeleléen a Ro-
mer-féle temetérész kapta az 1., az |. drok temetkezései
pedig a 2. sircsoport megnevezést. Az V. drok magé-
nyos sirja lett — akkor még kérddjellel — a 3. sircsoport
eléhirnoke. 2019 szeptemberében a hazalap keleti sdv-
jdban megjelentek az elsé sirok, amelyek bizonyitottdk
a 3. sircsoport létezését.

A 3. sircsoporton bellil — noha csak a temeté nyu-
gati széle valt kutathatéva — pillanatnyilag hdrom sirho-
rizont kulonithetd el. A legkordbbi sirok a 3. szazad elsé
harmaddban |étesiiltek, mig a 2. temetSperiddus indulé-
sa pontosan még nem keltezhetd. A 4. szdzadban a jel-
lemz8en épitett sirokbdl allé és mellékletekkel elltott
1-2. temetdperiddusra egy Ujabb sirhorizont telepiilt.

A feltarasi terilet keleti sdvjdban, a modern kori
bolygatdssal nem érintett teriiletrészen a 11-12. szdzadi
Arpéad-kori falu részét képezé, teljesen ép, kével kira-
kott szdju, oldalfalba vajt kemencét és munkagodrét,
valamint tobb kékemencés veremhdz maradvanyat do-
kumentaltuk.

settlement comprising around 30 pits was recovered
from the same general zone as the Neolithic features.

From the Early Bronze Age—similarly to Phase |—
features were attributed to two distinct phases: the Bell
Beaker culture and the transitional Late Nagyrév—Early
Vatya period. The precise chronological classification of
these features will be possible following the restoration
and analysis of the associated finds. In addition to large
storage and refuse pits with complex fill and dense con-
centrations of animal bone, a portion of a house with
standing wall remains was also excavated.

In the eastern third of the area, several additional
graves belonging to the Bell Beaker period’s bi-ritual
cemetery were uncovered. Of particular note is a dou-
ble child burial placed within a pit in the southwestern
corner of the site, although its exact date remains un-
certain (Fig. 2).

The settlement pits of the Middle Bronze Age Vatya
culture (c. 2000-1450 BC), used for storage and refuse
disposal, originated from a yellowish-grey, ashy, mixed
layer located above thick, black humus. Among these,
several pits stood out as so-called ,structured depos-
its”—features containing a high concentration of large
storage vessel fragments.

Traces of settlement from the earlier phase of the
Late Bronze Age Urnfield culture (Fig. 3) and the Celtic
Period were documented only in isolated zones, con-
centrated primarily within the deeper eastern portions
of the site, due to modern disturbances.

The principal objective of the 2017 trial excavation
was to clarify the northeastern boundary of the Aquin-
cum military town’s built-up area. This boundary could
be delineated along a straight line drawn between the
Akac Lane gate of the former factory complex and the
southeast corner of the so-called “central hall.” The tri-
al trenching conducted north of this line succeeded in
identifying a previously unknown burial group in the
northwestern corner of the property (Trench 1) (Budai
Balogh 2020), as well as supporting the hypothesis of
another, separate cemetery area north of the “central
hall,” traditionally associated with the Rémer group of
graves (Trench V; Budai Balogh 2020). Accordingly, the
Rémer burial area was designated as Group 1, while the
burials in Trench | were classified as Group 2. A solitary
grave in Trench V—initially recorded tentatively—was
proposed as the possible precursor of Group 3.

In September 2019, the first graves confirming the
existence of Group 3 appeared in the eastern founda-
tion zone of the new building. Although only the west-
ern edge of the cemetery could be excavated, three
distinct burial horizons can currently be identified within
Group 3. The earliest graves were established during

Il. Gtem

A kutatott terlileten az altalaj keleti irdnyd, a mar
emlitett tereplépcs6t magdban foglald slillyedése és az
ezzel parhuzamosan vastagodd, belsé rétegekre bomld
kultdrréteg immdaron a déli és a keleti szelvényfalon is
jol dokumentdlhatd volt.

A terlileten lokalizalt legkorabbi emberi megtele-
pedés a késd rézkor idészakdra tehetd. A badeni kultu-
ra kb. féltucat nagyobb, méhkasalaku gddre a nyugati,
magasabb térszin keleti peremrészén koncentradlddott,
hasonldan a késd bronzkori urnamezds kultura és a kel-
ta telepiilés maradvdnyaihoz. A kordbban megismert
kora és kozépsé bronzkori terlilethasznalat viszont a
teljes kutatott fellileten kimutathatd volt, és itt is meg-
figyeltlik a teriilet mds részeirél mar ismert gédorbe te-
metkezés jelenségét.

A 4. hdzalapban djabb rédmai kori temetérész (4.
sircsoport) keriilt elé, amely bizonyosan fliggetlen az
arkokkal hatdrolt, és térben is északabbra esd 2. sir-
csoporttdl, és jelentds része elpusztult a tervezett hé-

the first third of the 3rd century AD. The beginning of
the second cemetery phase has not yet been precise-
ly dated. During the 4th century, a third burial horizon,
consisting predominantly of constructed graves with ac-
companying grave goods, was established above the
earlier phases.

In the eastern strip of the excavation area—un-
touched by modern disturbance—a complete stone-
lined oven cut into the wall of a pit, its associated work
pit, and the remains of several pit houses with stone
ovens were documented. These features form part of a
1th—12th century Arpédian Age village.

Phase lll

Within the excavated area, the eastward subsid-
ence of the subsoil—incorporating the aforementioned
terraced slope—along with the thickening and internally
stratified cultural layer, could also be clearly document-
ed along the southern and the eastern profile wall.

The earliest human occupation in this area dates to
the Late Copper Age. Approximately half a dozen large,
beehive-shaped pits from the Baden culture were con-
centrated along the eastern edge of the higher, western
part of the terrain, similarly to the remains of the Late
Bronze Age Urnfield culture and the Celtic settlement.
In contrast, Early and Middle Bronze Age land use—pre-
viously known from other areas of the site—was observ-
able across the entire excavated surface here as well,
and once again, the phenomenon of burial within settle-
ment pits was noted.

Within the foundation footprint of Building 4, a new
section of the Roman-period cemetery (Burial Group 4)
was uncovered. This burial group is clearly distinct from
Burial Group 2, which lies further north and is enclosed
by ditches. Unfortunately, a significant portion of Burial
Group 4 was destroyed by the construction of a large
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zalapba esé nagy pince épitésekor. A sircsoport teljes
egészében a 4. szdzadban léteslilt, azonban a sirok ré-
tegtani helyzete, tdjoldsa, tipusa és a kevés leletanyag
alapjan a temetShasznalat idészakan belll hdrom peri-
6dus kiilonithetd el. A sirok donté tobbsége az 1. perid-
dusban egyszerd, jellemzéen melléklet nélkili foldsir. A
2. periédusban uralkoddva vélnak az épitett téglasirok
gyakori mellékletaddssal (4. kép), mig a 3. peridédusra is-
mét a szegényebb foldsirok kertlnek tilsulyba (5. kép).

Az Arpdd-kori telepiiléshez tartozé kemencék ma-
radvdnyai itt mdr a 2017. évi probafeltdrds sordn eléke-
riltek, amelyeknek tovabbi részletei mellett a kevésbé
bolygatott maradvadnyfelszineken egy nagyobb, féldbe
véjt kemencékbdl 4llé kemencebokor nyomai is napvi-
lagot lattak.

cellar beneath the planned building. The cemetery as a
whole was established during the 4th century AD, but
based on the stratigraphic position, orientation, grave
type, and sparse associated finds, three distinct buri-
al phases could be identified. In the 1st period, the vast
majority of the graves were simple inhumations without
grave goods. During the 2nd period, constructed brick
graves became dominant, often containing grave goods
(Fig. 4). In the 3rd period, simpler inhumation graves again
became more common, often poor in artifacts (Fig. 5).

Remains of ovens associated with the Arpédian
Age settlement had already been revealed during the
2017 trial excavation. In addition to those previously
identified features, further details emerged here, includ-
ing a cluster of large, sunken ovens documented on the
less-disturbed lag surfaces.
