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Construction of an apartment building
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A BTM 2020. marcius 25 — 2020. julius 21. koz6tt régé-
szeti megdfigyelést végzett a Il. keriilet Urdémi utca 35.
szam alatt tervezett tarsashaz épitéséhez kapcsolddd
foldmunkak sordn. A telek a rdmai katonavaros terlle-
tén fekszik, keletrdl nyugati irdnyba emelkedik és ko-
zépsé szakaszdn megtérik. A szomszédos Urémi utca
37.szdm alatt 2007-ben Anderkd Krisztidn végzett meg-
eldz6 feltarast (Anderkd 2008), amely sordn romai kori
éplletmaradvanyokat taldlt. A feltdrds alapjan egyértel-
mden kider(lt, hogy az itt huzédo épiilet falai déli irdny-
ba, az Urémi utca 35. szém ald is atnyulnak. Emiatt a
terliletre teljes fellletd feltaras lett eldirva, azonban az
itt épllé tdrsashdz alapozdsaként kutalapokat tervez-
tek. llyen esetben megel6z4 feltardst csak a kdtalapok
teriiletén végezhetiink, ami rendkivil kdrtilményessé
teszi a munkat. (1. kép) Engedélyt kaptunk az északi
sdv egy szakaszdnak feltdrdsdra, hogy a szomszédos
épllet alatt talalt falak folytatdsat azonositani tudjuk. En-
nek eredményeképpen a teriilet keleti végében 112,20
mBf szinten egy falsarkot regisztrdltunk, amely egy
EK—DNy-i és egy ENy—DK-i falszakaszbdl &ll. (2. kép) A
kozépsé zéndban a teriilet keletrdl nyugatra valé emel-
kedése miatt joval magasabban, 113,60 mBf szinten egy
tovabbi, feltételezhetéen rémai kori, ENy—DK-i falsza-

Between March 25 and July 21, 2020, archaeological
monitoring was conducted by the Budapest History
Museum in connection with earthworks related to a
planned apartment building at 35 Urémi Street, District
Il. The plot lies within the area of the Roman military
town rising from east to west, with a break in its middle
section. In 2007, preventive excavation was carried out
by Krisztidn Anderkd at the adjacent property (37 Urémi
Street), during which Roman building remains were dis-
covered (Anderké 2008).

From that excavation, it was determined that the
walls of the structure extended southward beneath
plot no. 35. As a result, full-surface excavation was
prescribed. However, because pile foundations were
planned for the new building, excavation was permitted
only in the locations of the pile foundations, which sig-
nificantly complicated the archaeological work. (Fig. 1)

Permission was granted for the excavation of a
section along the northern strip of the property in order
to identify the continuation of the walls discovered be-
neath the neighboring structure. As a result, a wall cor-
ner was documented at the eastern end of the area at
an elevation of 112.20 a.B.S.I., consisting of northeast—

kaszt taldltunk. (3. kép) A falak egy sotét szind, dskori
szubhumuszba voltak bedsva. A kutatéarkot nyugati
irdnyba tovédbb bdviteni, illetve az elbkerlilt falakat fel-
tdrni nem volt lehetéséglink, ugyanis a szomszédos haz
statikai veszélyeztetettsége miatt a munkat leallitottdk.
A munka a kutalapok kialakitasaval folytatddott. A ter-
vezett 38 darab kutalap koziil 3 darab biztosan érintette
volna az itt azonositott falakat, igy ezeket eltolva astdk
ki. A tertilet nyugati részén, korilbelll a telek két torés-
pontjdnak vonaldig minden kutalap esetében tobb mé-
ter vastag modern, sittes, szemetes feltdltést azonosi-
tottunk. Feltehetéen a kordbban itt all6 haz pincéjének
feltdltését taldltuk meg, tehat a régészeti rétegsor mar
ennek épitésekor elpusztulhatott. A keleti terliletrészen
azonban tobb esetben medfigyeltiik a jardszinttdl sza-
mitott kortlbelll -2 m-en a sotétbarna éskori szubhu-
muszt, amely valtozd vastagsagban jelentkezett. Rend-
kivil kevés lelet kerlilt el6, azonban a rémai kori mellett
bronzkori (?), és a neolitikum idészakdbdl szdarmazd
keramiat is sikeriilt gy(jtentink. A kutalapokban épitett
emlék nem kertlt el8. Lehet, hogy a feltart falsarok mar
az épllet szélét jelezte, de eléfordulhat, hogy kutalap
nem esett a tovadbbi falak vonaldba. A féldmunka kovet-
kez6 fazisa a gerendaalapok kivitelezése volt. A falak

southwest and northwest—southeast oriented wall seg-
ments. (Fig. 2) In the central zone of the site, due to the
upward slope, another presumed Roman wall segment
running northwest—southeast was found at a higher el-
evation of 113.60 a.B.S.I.. (Fig. 3)

The walls had been inserted into a dark-colored
prehistoric subsoil. Further excavation of the trench
toward the west and full investigation of the revealed
walls was not possible due to the structural risk posed
to the adjacent building, and thus the excavation was
halted. The work was subsequently continued with the
construction of the pile foundations.

Out of the 38 planned pile foundations, three
would have impacted the identified walls; these were
repositioned accordingly. In the western part of the site,
up to the line formed by the two topographic breaks of

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the plot, several meters of modern, debris-filled backfill
were encountered during every pile excavation. This fill
was interpreted as the former basement infill of a pre-
vious building on the site, suggesting that the archae-
ological stratigraphy had likely been destroyed during
earlier construction.

In contrast, in the eastern section of the site, a dark
brown prehistoric subsoil was observed at approxi-
mately 2 meters below the current ground level in sev-
eral places, with variable thickness. Very few finds were
recovered, but in addition to Roman-period material, ce-
ramic fragments possibly from the Bronze Age, and the
Neolithic period were also collected.

No architectural remains were identified within the
pile foundations. It is possible that the exposed wall cor-
ner marked the edge of a building, or that no piles were
placed along the alignment of the remaining walls. The
next phase of construction involved the implementation
of beam foundations. These did not reach the depth of
the previously discovered walls, and no archaeological
features were encountered during their creation. In the
western area of the site, the beam foundations ran ex-
clusively through the debris fill, making archaeological
observation unnecessary.
