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A Budapesti Torténeti Muzeum régészeti megfigyelést
és megeldz6 feltardst végzett 2020. janudr 6. — majus
8. kozott a lll., Kiscelli utca 79. és a Bécsi Ut 175. szdmok
alatt. A helyszin a legiotdbor kdzvetlen szomszédsdga-
ban, attdl néhany szdz méterre nyugatra fekszik, a ro-
mai kori katonavaros terlletén. Nagy Lajos a 20. szdzad
elején a Kiscelli it 77-79. udvardn fazekasmdhely ma-
radvanyait azonositotta (Nagy 1937). A feltards pontos
helyét és kiterjedését mar nem tudjuk beazonositani,
de eredményei biztos tdmpontul szolgéltak a lel6hely
jellegére vonatkozdan.

A munka a Kiscelli utca 79. szdm alatt indult, ahol el-
séként alapmegerdsitést végeztek. A munkagodrokben
egyetlen esetben érték el a régészeti szintet, itt 2,5-3
méteres mélységben, kb. 102,00 mBf-en jelentkezett
egy erébteljesen égett, leletgazdag rémai kori réteg.

A munka masodik fazisaként 1,5-2,4 méter atmé-
réjl, 6 méter mély kutalapok kidasdsa kezdédott. A be-
ruhdzds csak a kutalapokkal bolygatta meg a régészeti
rétegeket, igy a teljes felliletli feltarast ezekben tudtuk
volna ellatni. A régészeti réteg jelentkezési szintjének
ismeretében mdr a munka kezdetekor kivitelezhetetlen-
nek tlnt ilyen szlk, mély liregekben feltdrdst végezni,
amikben a beomldsok miatt életveszélyes lett volna

Archaeological monitoring and preventive excavation
were carried out by the Budapest History Museum be-
tween January 6 and May 8, 2020, at the properties
located at 79 Kiscelli Street and 175 Bécsi Road in Dis-
trict lll. The site lies within the area of the Roman-period
canabae (military town), a few hundred meters west of
the legionary fortress.

At the beginning of the 20th century, Lajos Nagy
identified the remains of a pottery workshop in the
courtyard of 77-79 Kiscelli Street (Nagy 1937). Although
the exact location and extent of that excavation can no
longer be determined, its results have provided a relia-
ble reference for the character of the site.

Work commenced at 79 Kiscelli Street, where foun-
dation reinforcement was first undertaken. In only one
instance did the construction pits reach the archaeolog-
ical layer, which appeared at a depth of approximately
2.5-3 meters (around 102.00 a.B.S.l."), where a heavily
burnt and artifact-rich Roman layer was encountered.

In the second phase of the construction, shaft foun-
dations with diameters of 1.5-2.4 meters and depths of
6 meters were excavated. The archaeological layers
were disturbed only by the digging of these shafts,

tartézkodni. Ezért régészeti megfigyelést tudtunk csak
biztositani, és csupdn a mar a kontextusabdl kiragadott,
hordozott informécidjatél megfosztott leletanyagot
megmenteni.

A munka soran 25 kutalapot dstak ki, ezeket be-
szamoztuk, egyenként lefotdztuk és leirtuk, valamint ki-
szedett foldjikbdl a leletanyagot kiilén elcsomagoltuk
(1. kep). VAltozd intenzitdssal, de szinte minden kutalap
esetében azonositani tudtuk a rémai réteget. Kiugréan
sok lelet volt megfigyelheté az északi terliletrész keleti
kdtalapsoraban. A tobb helyen el8kertilt élénkvordsre
égett talaj alapjan feltehetd, hogy itt a kitalap kemen-
cét vdghatott at. Néhany esetben fordult el6, hogy nem
sikerlilt régészeti réteget megfognunk. Az Osszessé-
gében nagyon alacsony négyzetméterszamhoz képest
hatalmas mennyiségl, nagyrészt kerdmia leletanyagot
gyUjtottiink 6ssze. Elenyészé szamban fordul eld allat-
csont, illetve — a fémkeresds kutatdsok ellenére is —
fém. Ezért kiilonosen sajndlatos, hogy a jelenségeket
nem tudtuk régészeti modszerekkel feltdrni és doku-
mentdlni, az altaluk hordozott informacié nagyrészt el-
veszett. A mdédszerekbdl adéddan nem tudtuk azono-
sitani a Nagy Lajos altal korabban feltart részeket, de
szintén ipari tevékenység nyomait regisztraltuk. A kivi-
telezés kovetkez6 fazisa, a kutalapok kozott kialakitott
gerendaalap-rdcs nem érintett régészeti rétegsort, igy
tovabbi régészeti munkara nem volt sziikség.

which would have been the only opportunity for full-area
excavation. However, due to the known depth at which
the archaeological layer was situated, excavation within
such narrow, deep shafts was deemed unfeasible from
the outset. Working within them would have posed a
serious risk of collapse and was considered life-threat-
ening. Therefore, only archaeological monitoring could
be conducted, and only material that had already been
removed from its context—and thus stripped of its in-
formative value—could be salvaged.

During the course of the work, 25 shaft foundations
were excavated. Each was numbered, photographed
individually, and described in detail. Artifacts retrieved
from the excavated soil were separately packaged
(Fig. 7). The Roman layer was identified in nearly every
shaft foundation, though with varying degrees of clari-
ty. A notably high concentration of finds was observed
in the eastern row of shafts in the northern part of the
area. Based on the bright red burned soil found in sev-
eral locations, it is assumed that one of the shafts may
have cut through a kiln. In a few cases, no archaeologi-
cal layer could be detected. However, an exceptionally
large quantity of finds—primarily pottery—was collect-
ed, especially when considering the very small total ex-
cavated area. Only a minimal amount of animal bone
and—despite metal-detecting surveys—metal objects
were found. It is particularly regrettable that the archae-
ological features could not be excavated and docu-
mented using standard archaeological methods, as the
contextual information they once held has been largely
lost. Due to the limitations of the excavation methods,
the areas previously uncovered by Lajos Nagy could
not be identified, although evidence of industrial activity
was also recorded.

In the subsequent phase of construction, the in-
stallation of a beam foundation grid between the shaft
foundations did not affect any archaeological layers,
and thus no further archaeological work was required.

At the area corresponding to 175 Bécsi Road, work
began with foundation underpinning beneath the adja-
cent buildings. At this stage, the archaeological layer
was identified at two locations, appearing at a depth of
several meters below the current street level of Bécsi
Road, between 102.00 and 103.00 a.B.S.I.

Due to the excavation not reaching this depth dur-
ing the formation of the working level, a full-surface
excavation could not be conducted here either. As in
the other area, archaeological monitoring was carried
out during the excavation of 16 shaft foundations, in the
same manner as at the Kiscelli Street section. Here, the
Roman layer was observed at approximately 1 meter be-
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A Bécsi Ut 175. szam ald esd teriiletrészen a munka
a szomszédos épiiletek aldalapozdasi munkdlataival kez-
ddédott. Mar ekkor két ponton azonositani tudtuk a régé-
szeti réteget, amely a Bécsi Ut szintjéhez képest tobb
méteres mélységben keriilt el6 102—-103,00 mBf kozo6tt.
A lavirsik kialakitdasaval nem érték el ezt a mélységet,
igy itt sem tudtunk teljes fellletl feltarast végezni.

A masik terliletrészhez hasonldan a kdvetkez6 fa-
zisban megfigyelést lattunk el a 16 kutalap kidsasa so-
ran a Kiscelli utcai fellilethez hasonlé mdédon. A lavir-
sikhoz képest itt a romai réteg 1 méteres mélységbhen
jelentkezett, jellemzden tetéomladék formajaban, ami
nyugatrdl keletre elvékonyodott, majd teljesen eltlint. A
foldmunka sordn tobb esetben kéfal nyomait észleltiik
(2. kép). A terlileten kevesebb volt a lelet a Kiscelli utca
79.-hez képest, viszont tobb az épitett struktira nyoma.

A kutalapok kidsdsa utdn az 0sszekotd gerenda-
alap-racs kialakitdsara kertilt sor. Az el8z8 fazis infor-
macidi alapjan tudtuk, hogy a gerendaalapok bolygatni
fogjak a régészeti rétegsort, ezért megel6zé feltdrast
végeztiink 65,35 m?-en (3. kép). A feltért teriilet nyuga-
ti részének egészén jelentkezett a tetécserépbdl allé
vastag, helyenként 0,5 métert is eléré omladék. EbbdI
leletanyag elenyészd szamban kerllt eld, de tobb, a

legio Il Adiutrix bélyegével ellatott téglat taldltunk (4.
kep). Az omladék alatt egyetlen esetben, a k&zépsé
gerendaalapban kerlilt el6 fal. Ritka médon a felmend
része masodlagosan felhasznalt padlétéglabdl épiilt,
alapja megmunkalatlan kovekbdl allt, kdtéanyagként
habarcsot haszndltak, amely a tégldk kozt is megfigyel-
hetd. Nagyobb része a metszetfal alatt helyezkedett el,
igy az feltdratlanul megmaradhatott.

A K—Ny-i gerendaalap kozépsd szakaszdn meg-
szakadt a téglaomladékos réteg, ettdl keletebbre egy
Ujabb E—D-i fal keriilt el8, egy része falkiszedésként je-
lentkezett, a megmaradt fele elérte a 0,8 méteres ma-
gassdgot. Agyagba rakott kovekbdl épitették fel, amitdl
massziv és j6 megtartdsu volt, igy az érokségvédelem
helyben megérzendé emléknek mindsitette. Mivel a fal
a gerendaalap aljdban jelentkezett, igy a beruhazast
nem akaddlyozta. Geotextilids, homokos fedést ka-
pott. Egykorisdga és a mdsik fallal valo Osszetartoza-
sa bizonytalan a strukturdlis és szintbeli eltérések miatt
(5. kep).

A faltél keletre kemény agyagba dgyazott, néhany
padlétéglabdl alld jardszint-maradvadnyt azonositottunk,
a falakkal valé 0Osszefiiggését nem tudjuk biztosan
megdllapitani. Ettél keletebbre a tovabbi megnyitott te-
rileteken nem jelentkezett régészeti koru objektum, vi-
szont végig egy agyagos, sdarga, leletgazdag rétegben

low the working level, typically in the form of collapsed
roofing material, which gradually thinned out from west
to east before disappearing entirely. During the earth-
works, traces of stone walls were detected on several
occasions (Fig. 2). Fewer artifacts were recovered in this
area compared to 79 Kiscelli Street, but more evidence
of built structures was identified.

After the excavation of the shaft foundations, the
installation of the connecting beam foundation grid was
carried out. Based on information obtained during the
previous phase, it was known that the beam founda-
tions would disturb the archaeological layer, and there-
fore a preventive excavation was conducted over an
area of 65.35 m? (Fig. 3).

Across the entire western portion of the excavated
area, a thick collapse layer composed of roof tiles was
encountered, in some places reaching up to 0.5 meters
in thickness. Only a small number of artifacts were re-
covered from this layer; however, several bricks bearing
the stamp of Legio Il Adiutrix were found (Fig. 4).

Beneath the collapse layer, a wall was uncovered
in only one location, within the central beam founda-
tion. Unusually, its superstructure was constructed from
reused floor tiles, while its foundation consisted of un-
worked stones set in mortar, traces of which were also
visible between the bricks. A significant portion of the

haladtunk. A terlilet egészén a romai rétegsor alatt egy
sotétbarna, homogén, érintetlen szubhumusz mutatko-
zott, ez alatt értlik el a vildgossziirke, kemény altalajt.

Az eredmények alapjén épliletalaprajzot nem tu-
dunk megadllapitani, a falak, falkiszedések hidanyabdl
arra kovetkeztethetiink, hogy az épllet nem itt &llt,
hanem esetleges pusztuldsa sordn a tetdszerkezet
erre délt. Az omladék egyenletes szétterlilése alapjan
valdszinlibbnek tlnik, hogy szdndékos elplanirozasrdl
lehet sz6. Eléfordulhat, hogy az éplilet nem pusztult el,
hanem a rémai korban elbontotték. A fémkeresds kuta-
tédsok ellenére semmilyen régészeti kord fém nem ke-
rilt el, ami azt tdmasztja ald, hogy a teriiletet a rémai
korban szisztematikusan kilritették, a maradvdnyokat
pedig elplaniroztak.

wall extended beneath the section face and thus re-
mained unexcavated.

In the central section of the east—west beam foun-
dation, a break in the tile collapse layer was observed,
and to the east of this, a new north—south-oriented wall
was uncovered. Part of it appeared as a wall cut, while
the preserved portion reached a height of 0.8 meters. It
was built from stones laid in clay, resulting in a solid and
well-preserved structure, and was therefore designated
by heritage authorities as a monument to be preserved
in situ. As the wall was located at the base of the beam
foundation, it did not obstruct the development. It was
covered with geotextile and sand for protection.

The contemporaneity and association of the two
walls remain uncertain due to structural and stratigraph-
ic differences (Fig. 5).

To the east of the wall, a remnant of a walking sur-
face composed of several floor tiles embedded in com-
pact clay was identified. However, its connection to the
adjacent walls could not be definitively established.

Further to the east, no archaeological-age features
were identified in the additional opened areas; how-
ever, the excavation consistently proceeded through a
clay-rich, yellow, artifact-rich layer.

Beneath the Roman stratigraphy across the entire
area, a dark brown, homogeneous, undisturbed subsoil
was encountered, below which a light gray, compact
natural subsoil was reached.

Based on the results, no building ground plan
could be reconstructed. The absence of walls or wall
removal trenches suggests that a structure did not orig-
inally stand at this location, and that during its possible
destruction, the roof structure may have collapsed in
this direction. However, the even spread of the collapse
layer more likely suggests intentional leveling.

It is also possible that the building was not de-
stroyed but rather deliberately dismantled during the
Roman period. Despite metal-detecting surveys, no ar-
chaeological-age metal artifacts were recovered, sup-
porting the interpretation that the area was systemat-
ically cleared during Roman times, and that remaining
structural elements were leveled.
